SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Read all instructions before using. Ensure the cord is in perfect condition.
If there is any damage to the cord the appliance must NOT be used until
the cord is replaced.

Never take the appliance apart. There are no serviceable parts inside.
Before plug in check that voltage indicated on the rating label corresponds
to the mains voltage.

Do not leave the appliance unattended while it is operating or plugged in.
Don’t cover the thermal metal barrels with other things, avoiding
damaging the components.

Do not use this appliance near bathtubs, showers, basins or other vessels
containing water.

Don't place the thermal metal barrels close to person’s skin when in using,
it is dangerous.

Always keep the power supply cord away from the high temperature
surface. If the cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer,
its service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.
Never use this appliance when it is in damage. Do not use any extension
cord with this appliance.

Warning: Do not use this appliance near water or with wet hands

This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

For additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD)
having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30 mA is
advisable in the electrical circuit supplying the bathroom. Ask your
installer for advice

When the hair curling iron is used in a bathroom, unplug it after use since
the proximity of water presents a hazard even when the hair curler is
switched off;




USING YOUR CURLIING IRON

Plug the appliance into the mains and wait for a few minutes to allow it to
reach its working temperature.

Hair should be dry or very nearly dry. Separate the stands of to be curled
gently brush it free of tangles. Wrap the hair around the barrel using your
hand as a guide and then wind the barrel towards the scalp exactly as your
would when using a roller. Hold it in place for 10-20 seconds and then gently
unwind it.

Holding it in position for just 5-10 seconds will create gentle waves. This
appliance is suitable for natural and bleached or color hair. Practice and
expereience will give the desired results whatever the hair type.

Do not however use it on artificial hair wigs or hairpieces as these may melt in
the heat generated by the barrel.

Do not use on hair which has been treated with lacquer or setting lotion as
this can stick to the barrel, reducing its efficiency.

CLEANING
1. Unplug the appliance and allow it to fully cool down before cleaning.

2. Clean with a damp cloth or sponge using ild soap. Do not use harsh
detergents, solvents or abrasives.

3. DO NOT IMMERSE THIS APPLIANCE IN WATER OR ANY OTHER LIQUID tO
CLEAN IT.

4. Dry thoroughly before use.
