2. BRINGING INTO SERVICE

1 .Lock System: To open the clamps, pull the Lock System back.

To lock the clamps: close the clamps and push the "Lock System" to the front.

2. Plug in the appliance.

3. Press the switch until the light signal turns on, then release.

4. Your appliance will heat up very quickly and the temperature will remain stable throughout use.
5. After use: press the switch until the light signal turns off, then release.

Close the appliance using the Lock System, unplug it and let it cool completely before putting it
away.
3. USE
How to create volume?
Use your appliance on dry hair without cosmetic products (hairspray, leave-in treatments, etc.)
1.For a more natural effect, do not use the appliance on all of the first strands located along your
parting. Isolate these strands accordingly.
2.Select a strand.
3.Place the open appliance in front of you.
4.Insert the appliance in the side and press the plates along your parting on your scalp.
5.Hold for 3 seconds.
6.Straighten the handle of the appliance in order to cover your roots.
7.Move back your strands from the other side.
8. Start the operation again from stage 2 for the strands on the other side. (You could use a hair
clip to hold the strands in place.)
9.When this side is completely finished, move he styled strands back into place. The strands of
stage 1 recovering possible marks
10. Now move on to style the other side.
Automatic cut out:
For your safety the appliance will cut out automatically after 30min. If you wish to turn it on again
follow the instructions given in SWITCHING ON.
4. MAINTENANCE

* To clean the appliance and if necessary remove any loose strands of hair from the hair curler:
unplug it, wipe it with a damp cloth and dry with a soft cloth.
