USING THE APPLIANCE

Clean the cone and the jug before you use the appliance for the first time.

“The citrus press is equipped with two squeezing cones: a small one for lemons and
lime and a large one for oranges or grapefruits, to be applied over the smaller cone by
matching the slots with the tabs of the latter.

1. Put the plug in the wall socket.
2. Switch on the appliance by pressing a halved citrus fruit firmly onto the cone.
3. Remove the cone, take the jug from the motor unit and pour out the juice.

CLEANING
Cleaning the appliance and its parts is easiest immediately after use.

Never immerse the motor unit in water nor rinse it under the tap.

Unplug the appliance.
Remove the cone and jug from the appliance.
Rinse the cone and jug under a hot tap.
