ﬁ Only use the appliance in dry rooms, never outdoors.

This appliance shall not be used by children under
12 years old. Keep the appliance out of the reach of children.

Safety in general:

* Appliances can be used by persons with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, if they
have been given supervision or instructions concerning the use of the
appliance in a safe way and understanding the hazards involved.

« This appliance is not intended for commercial use. It is only designed
for household use.

« Always place the appliance on an even, horizontal surface, and away
from the edge of a worktop.

* Always keep the water bottle clean with the cap on to protect against
bacteria and bad smell.

« Stop using the water bottle if any damage is found.

» Do not carbonate when the water bottle is empty or the water level in
the bottle is not between the MIN and MAX lines marked on the bottle.

* Do not move the appliance when it is carbonating. Do not uninstall the
carbon dioxide cylinder or the water bottle while operating.

* Never use the appliance with water at the temperature out of range
from 5 °C to 40 °C.

» Do not carbonate for over 5 seconds. After hearing the buzzing sound,
release the button immediately.

* Do not carbonate anything other than plain water. If the water contains
sugar or other compounds the valves could become malfunction and
it could be dangerous to use the product.

* Do not add anything into the plain water. Add flavor only AFTER
carbonation.

Safety on using carbon dioxide cylinder (purchased separately):

* Do notinstall the carbon dioxide cylinder when its cylinder temperature
is too high or too low. Place it indoors for hours and let it reach the
room temperature slowly before use. Do not use any other equipment
to change the cylinder temperature rapidly.

* Do not attempt to puncture, throw or burn the cylinder.

Install and use the Soda Maker
1. Place the Soda Maker on a flat surface and purchase separately a
carbon dioxide cylinder.

2. Lay the Soda Maker on its side and carefully insert the carbon dioxide
cylinder into the carbon dioxide cylinder slot (8) from the bottom of
the Soda Maker. Screw the cylinder clockwise until it is fastened.

3. Return the Soda Maker in upright position and fill the water bottle (3)
with plain water to the level between MIN and MAX (2).

4. Insert the water bottle (3) into the nozzle (9). Rotate the
water bottle (3) clockwise and tighten.

5. Press the push button (1) to start carbonating. When hearing a
buzzing sound, immediately release the push button (1).

6. After carbonation, unscrew the water bottle (3) anti-clockwise to
detach the water bottle from the Soda Maker and enjoy your drink.

7. Unscrew the carbon dioxide cylinder anti-clockwise and detach it from
the Soda Maker.

EI NOTES:

* During carbonization, some ice may appear in the water which is
normal.

*  When a carbon dioxide cylinder is used, check the disposal method
indicated on the carbon dioxide cylinder and dispose of the cylinder
according to the instructions.

* Never continuously carbonate for over 5 seconds each time. It can
lead to gas waste or personal injury.

* You can add more carbonation to the water by repeating the

carbonating process.

If the product is not used for a long period of time, uninstall the carbon

dioxide cylinder. Store the cylinder as per cylinder’s instructions.

* Replace the water bottle (3) within 24 months from the date of
purchase.

CLEANING AND CARE

« Before and after each use, carefully rinse the water bottle (3) with
water not exceeding 40 °C.

*  Wipe clean the nozzle (9) and the exterior of the cylinder housing (7)
with clean, soft and damp cloth.

- Do not use solvents, strong detergent cleaners or abrasive cleaners.

» Do not wash the water bottle (3) in dishwasher.

* Do not immerse the Soda Maker into the water.

STORAGE

* Dry all parts thoroughly before using or storing them.

* Remove the carbon dioxide cylinder from the Soda Maker. Store the
cylinder as per cylinder’s instructions. Store the Soda Maker in a cool
dry place.

* Handle with care and avoid dropping or breaking during movement.
